Currently, strikes that will impact our academy are scheduled to take place on the below dates:

Striking is the right of every teacher who is part of a union and is a personal choice which we respect as
an academy and Trust. As the academy’s Principal, the safety and wellbeing of our students is my top
priority. As we have a high proportion of academy staff who are members of the NEU, there will not be
enough staff for us to safely welcome all students on site, making it challenging for us to keep the
academy fully open on strike days.
